Ticket Pricing
Yes, there’s a ticket to enter. Somehow they need to pay for the venue cost, right?
Your ticket is good for both days of the convention, so if you buy it on that Saturday (or before by Pre-registration), your ticket is good for that day and Sunday. If you buy your ticket on Sunday, then it is only good that Sunday. Your ticket is only good for the 2014 event. Not for the upcoming years. So don’t try it.
Pre-registration
If you pre-register before August 15th, your ticket is only $35 for both days.
At-the-door Registration
Saturday : $40              Sunday : $25
There are no separate child prices, however children 6 and under are admitted for free into the convention.
Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by someone 16 years of age or older with valid ID.
You’ll need a valid form of ID showing you are 16 or older in order to purchase a ticket. If you aren’t 16 or older, find a friend who is, or get your parents to come with you.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Also, only the 16-years-old-or-older person in your group can obtain the tickets. So if your mom/dad/ big sister/brother / older cousin / neighborhood friend buys the tickets in advance, s/he has to come with you and get them and then give them to you. And that person must also have valid ID. There are no exceptions.
It is not mandatory to attend Cosplay America. This convention is available for you to go to, but you do not need to go with the anime club. However, it would be awesome if you could go. : )
